Biden Administration’ s “Indo Pacific Economic Framework” and Its Influence

[ Abstract]  The “Indo Pacific Economic Framework” (IPEF) proposed
by the Biden administration has gone through three major stages of development:
conception, preparation and propaganda, and negotiation initiation. It mainly
covers the four pillars of interconnected economy, resilient economy, clean
economy and fair economy. In essence, the IPEF marks not only a supplement
and reinforcement of the U.S. Indo-Pacific Strategy, but also an inheritance and
development of the “ America First” policy of the Trump administration. In
addition, it is not only a new attempt of the U.S. to build a regional economic
cooperation framework excluding China, but also an important diplomatic signal
that the Biden administration deliberately sends to its Asian and European allies
during the Russia-Ukraine conflict. As the prospect of the IPEF is still of much
uncertainty, it might exert few substantial impacts on China in the short
term. However, we should still be alert to the long-term adverse influence of
this framework on China-U. S. relations, China’ s surrounding international
environment and foreign relations, the development of regional economic
cooperation and world economy, as well as the stability of international order.
