Political Polarization and the Implementation Path of the U.S.—Led Indo—Pacific Economic Framework for Prosperity

Abstract : The Indo—Pacific Economic Framework for Prosperity (IPEF) is an initiative proposed by the Biden administration to compensate for the
lack of economic pillars in the U.S. Indo—Pacific Strategy. Its main purpose is to establish a Chinese exclusion economic circle in the Indo—Pacific region
to contain China and leverage the power of allies to drive its own economic development. From the perspective of the implementation path , influenced
by political polarization in the U.S., the Biden administration has chosen to adopt an executive and modular path to promote the IPEF in order to avoid
the impact of partisan struggles in Congress. However , while the executive path has brought convenience , it has also made the IPEF lack legal safeguards ,
vulnerable to changes in the ruling party and constrained by executive authority to include free trade—related elements. At the same time, the modular
path has also caused an imbalance in the implementation process of the Supply Chain Pillar, the Clean Economy Pillar, the Fair Economy Pillar, and the
Trade Pillar. Even if the Biden administration is able to make a breakthrough in trade negotiations , the expansion and deepening of the Trade Pillar still
needs to be supported by congressional legislation , and ultimately it is still difficult to bypass the constraints of political polarization.

United States Supply Chain Alliances Formation : Progress , Types , and Prospects LI Chong CHEN Zhao-yuan +32*

Abstract : Against the backdrop of increasing strategic competition between major countries and global challenges , the scope of alliances has gradually
expanded from the conventional military sphere to global governance issues such as supply chains. After the 9/11 attacks, the United States witnessed an
accelerated trend towards "alliance—based" international supply chain cooperation : elevating supply chain issues to the security level, identifying certain
countries as sources of potential threats to supply chains, and collaborating with its allies to implement collective measures such as export controls ,
economic sanctions , and investment reviews targeting the supply chains of competitors. During the Biden administration , the United States developed a
supply chain alliance framework aimed at achieving "collective resilience, " encompassing multiple regions, sectors, and links. There are significant
variations in the types of commitments and institutional levels of U.S. supply chain alliances. Supply chain alliances that cover the Asia—Pacific region,
target key emerging technologies such as semiconductors, and comprise members with strong economic and security ties to the United States usually
exhibit operational commitments and higher levels of institutionalization. Supply chain alliances are part of the U.S. foreign policy for the middle class and
an important tool to maintain its hegemonic position and strengthen strategic competition with China , exerting significant impacts on global supply chain
stability , great power games, and the U.S.—China strategic competition. The U.S. supply chain alliances possess significant potential for further
enhancement , and their prospects will be directly affected by the election results.
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Abstract : With the transformation in the "time" and "trend" of the international community , the international political landscape has undergone key
changes, and the evolution of the U.S. Asia—Pacific strategy has attracted widespread attention from academia. Based on the model of the field theory,
combined with the strategic development of the United States in the Asia—Pacific region since the end of the Second World War , it can be found that
the dual effects of strong positional advantages and high threat perception have influenced the emergence of the hub—and—spokes system. Weak positional
advantages and high threat perception have stimulated the establishment of the minilateral alliance system. Since the end of the Second World War, the U.
S. Asia—Pacific strategic architecture has evolved from the hub—and—spokes system to the American—style minilateral "latticework" of alliances and
partnerships. Against the backdrop of changes in the power comparison between China and the U.S. and the escalation of geopolitical games, the U.S.
Asia—Pacific strategy also shows a dual form of change and constancy. The change lies in the United States” weakened positional advantage in the Asia—
Pacific, while the constancy is reflected in its continued high degree of threat perception in the Asia—Pacific field , all serving to maintain U.S. hegemony.
In view of this, China can effectively respond by optimizing the regional opening layout to strengthen its influence , exploring new models of interaction
both within and outside the region, and enhancing the effectiveness of international communication , thereby gaining strategic initiative in international
competition.
